APPROVAL OF A GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $30,000 TO
REBUILDING TOGETHER*PASADENA (FORMERLY
CHRISTMAS IN APRIL*PASADENA) FOR THE PROVISION OF
HOUSING REHABILITATION SERVICES

Recommendation of Chief Executive Officer: It is
recommended that the Pasadena Community Development
Commission take the following actions:

§1) Find and determine that the proposed expenditure of $30,000
rom the Commission’s Low and Moderate Income Housing Trust
Funds (“‘Housing Trust Funds”), is necessary to assist in the
rehabilitation efforts of homes located in the Fannie Mae Northwest
Pasadena Target Area.

(2) Approve a $30,000 grant from the Low and Moderate Income
Housing Trust Fund General Account to “Rebuilding Together *
Pasadena” (formerly “Christmas in April * Pasadena”) to fund the
annual housing rehabilitation program in the City of Pasadena for
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low income families, elderly and disabled individuals.
(Agreement No. CDC-481)

It was requested that staff provide to the Commission the locations
of selected homes for this program.
