Councilmember Gordo, Chair of the Economic Development
and Technology Committee and Rose Bowl Operating
Company (RBOC) President, reported that the RBOC has
established an ad hoc committee that will analyze the Rose
Bowl Renovation Project’s budgets, financials, and schedules;

based on the priorities that were previously set and take into
account challenges that have occurred up to this time; consult
with the Rose Bowl tenants regarding the recommendations, if
changes are called for; and present this information to the City
Council at a later date.
