Stephanie DeWolfe, Deputy Director of Planning Department, 
and John Steinmeyer, Acting Zoning Administrator, reviewed 
the restrictions in the Conditional Use Permit that are meant to 
ensure that this location will remain a primarily restaurant 
operation, rather than a bar operation; and responded to 
questions. 

Following discussion, the City Council took no further action on 
this matter. The decision of the Hearing Officer stands.
