Thank you for writing to the Fenton Community High School District 100 (“School District”) with your request for information pursuant to the Illinois Freedom of Information Act, 5 ILCS 1401/1 et seq. (“FOIA”). 

On October 20, 2025, the School District received your request for records under the Freedom of Information Act dated October 18, 2025 (“FOIA Request”). Your FOIA Request asked for:
All documents pertaining to Flock Safety (https://www.flocksafety.com) license-plate-reader hardware and/or software. Documents being requested here should include - but are not limited to - the following:
1. Invoices, receipts, and/or requests for the purchase of any Flock Safety product/service
2. MOUs with Flock Safety
3. Brochures or product/service specifications regarding Flock Safety
4. Privacy and/or retention policies regarding Flock Safety product/service
5.  Manuals regarding Flock Safety product/services
6. Briefings & presentations mentioning Flock Safety product/services
7. Locations of Flock camera installations throughout Fenton High School and Parking Lot
On or around October 30, 2025, the School District notified you that the FOIA Request was voluminous in nature in that it sought more than five (5) categories of records. 5 ILCS 140/2(h). The School District requested you to amend and/or narrow your request of or before November 10, 2025. The School District did not receive a narrowed request. The School District is providing its response within five (5) business days of November 10, 2025. 
School District’s Response

Your request is granted in part and denied in part. 
1. Invoices, receipts, and/or requests for the purchase of any Flock Safety product/service
This request is granted, subject to redactions of the public body’s private account information under 5 ILCS 140/7(1)(kk) and redactions of private information contained in the public record under 5 ILCS 140/7(1)(c).
2. MOUs with Flock Safety
This request is denied as the School District does not have any “MOUs” with Flock Safety. 
3. Brochures or product/service specifications regarding Flock Safety
This request is denied as the School District does not have any records responsive to this request.
4. Privacy and/or retention policies regarding Flock Safety product/service
This request is denied as the School District does not have any records responsive to this request.
5.  Manuals regarding Flock Safety product/services
This request is denied as the School District does not have any records responsive to this request.
6. Briefings & presentations mentioning Flock Safety product/services
This request is denied as the School District does not have any records responsive to this request.
7. Locations of Flock camera installations throughout Fenton High School and Parking Lot
This request is denied as the School District does not have any records responsive to this request.
Pursuant to Section 140/1 of FOIA, the School District is not obligated, “to maintain or prepare any public record which was not maintained or prepared by such public body. . . .” 5 ILCS 140/1. The School District is not obligated to create a new record solely for the purpose of responding to a FOIA request where the records do not exist. 

Appeal

You have a right to have this partial denial reviewed by the Public Access Counselor (PAC) at the Office of the Illinois Attorney General. 5 ILCS 140/9.5(a). You can file your Request for Review with the PAC by writing to:

You also have the right to seek judicial review of your denial by filing a lawsuit in the State circuit court. 5 ILCS 140/11. 

If you choose to file a Request for Review with the PAC, you must do so within 60 calendar days of the date of this denial letter. 5 ILCS 140/9.5(a). Please note that you must include a copy of your original FOIA request and this denial letter when filing a Request for Review with the PAC.
